Review of Agenda – Conor Shea
The purpose of the meeting is to rank proposals for FY2022 Flex Science Funding. The IDT directed the Workgroup to review and rank proposals and to submit no more than three proposals to the IDT for consideration.
Six proposals were received prior to the meeting:

Proposals Review
The Workgroup first discussed each proposal and proposal sponsors answered workgroup questions. The questions sought clarifications of proposal objectives, methods, and potential applications. Suggestions were floated by Workgroup members for improving proposals.  
The Workgroup evaluated if each of the proposals was pertinent to Workgroup discipline topics. All of the proposals involved physical processes. Some of the proposals were directly related to physical issues such as monitoring of physical river characteristics. Some of the proposals evaluated effects of physical processes on river habitat conditions and biota. An argument was made that the latter proposals should be excluded, but the group consensus was that this was too narrow a view and that all six proposals should be considered for ranking.
Proposal Ranking
The Workgroup Coordinator proposed ranking the proposals using a point system. Each program partner was allowed to assign three points for the first choice, two points for their second choice, and one point for their third choice. After discussion, the Workgroup agreed to the ranking method.
The three selected proposals in order of rank are:
Rank	Title
1 Post Monument Fire Turbidity Monitoring, Mainstem Trinity River
2 Development of a bed surface grain size 
3 Mainstem Trinity River Bar Area Mapping
Channel Rehabilitation Review and River Corridor Management Plan
Conor Shea provided a brief synopsis of the presentation on the Channel Rehabilitation Review Plan made by Michael Dixon at the TMC meeting. Workgroup members discussed the potential content of a River Corridor Management Plan and previous efforts to develop a plan, and subsequent failures to implement a plan. The Workgroup supports implementing an effective River Corridor Management Plan, although the exact scope and composition of a plan is uncertain.  
The Workgroup discussed the 2020 effort to delineate the river corridor undertaken by a subcommittee of Conor Shea, Kyle DeJuilio, and Dave Gaueman. The subcommittee worked with TRRP staff to develop a GIS rule set to define the delineation. The effort stalled in December 2020 when preliminary delineations prepared using several versions of the rule set failed to produce a satisfactory delineation.
The Workgroup recommended restarting the river corridor delineation project.
