Review of Agenda – Conor Shea
The purpose of the meeting is to review proposals for FY2022 Flex Science Funding.
Todd Buxton – RBM-10 Update
Todd Buxton provided an explanation of the current model’s development and spatial extent (Lewiston Dam to Weitchpec). The goals of the update are to allow temperature projections for flows below the current limit of 300 cfs, to refine boundary conditions at tributary mouths, and to update temperatures with data from 2018 to 2021. 
David Gaeuman expressed dissatisfaction with the current model as it is based on dated techniques and suggested starting over with a new model. There was an extended discussion about the quality of the exiting model and the potential attributes of a new model. Scott McBain expressed the desire to have a model that could provide two-dimensional resolution of temperature and allow analysis of channel margin warming. There was some support for developing a better in the long run, but acknowledgement that that was a long-term project. 
Scott McBain/Smokey Pittman – Turbidity Monitoring Proposal
Smokey Pittman outline a proposal to implement continuous turbidity monitoring.  Todd Buxton and Dave Gaeuman inquired about the purposes of the data and how the data would support the program. The initial thinking had been that the turbidity monitoring would provide data on the impacts of the Monument Fire. It was also discussed that the data could support watershed work.
Scott McBain/Smokey Pittman – Additional Proposals
Scott McBain and Smokey Pittman also introduced proposals for Active Bar Mapping and for Updating the Bed Grain Size Map.
Kyle DeJuilio and David Gaeuman – Yurok Tribe Proposals
Kyle DeJuilio and David Gaeuman also proposed mapping substrate. They were asked to work with Scott and Smokey to develop a joint proposal.
Kyle DeJuilio described a proposal to validate the SRH-2D temperature model for a constructed site. The model had been developed by Yong Lai, but not tested using observed data. Kyle DeJuilio described how a validated model could be used to evaluate rehabilitation project designs. 
Kyle DeJuilio also described a proposal to evaluate benthic response to flow disturbance.
Next Steps
The time allotted for the meeting expired before a full discussion was held on all proposals. The Workgroup decided to hold a second meeting prior to the September 22 deadline to review final proposals and to rank selections to advance to the IDT. To allow for review of proposals, proposal developers were directed to submit a final one-page proposal to the Workgroup by Friday September 17.
