· Need to add Turtles-maybe start with a broad/vague until further data 
· Proposed- Maintain suitable water temperatures for Northwestern Pond Turtle lifecycle
· RAE 3 - Promote dominance of native flora and fauna species in ecological community structure 
· Increase richness, abundance, and diversity of native cover types; Replacing non-native cover types with Native
· Add inclusion of bivalves as parenthetical after invertebrates 
· Shift focus to sustainable populations of natives and reduction of non-natives
