Current Conditions update 
Heading towards a dry or normal water year.

Discuss WY 2015 Hydrographs-finalize which hydrographs need to be analyzed
Dave and James described the modifications they made to 3 hydrographs following last meeting:
Joint Physical-Riparian, Normal
Joint Physical-Riparian Alt 1, Dry
8500 Peak for Riparian Scour, Critically Dry
For each they made adjustments to maximize geomorphic work while achieving riparian objectives. Group accepted the modifications.

Determine analyses needed to recommend hydrographs
Hydrograph alternatives are essentially the same as the ones analyzed in last year’s portfolio, except that the peaks are higher. Dave Gaeuman completed sediment-transport analyses for the higher peaks, and has provided the analyses to Robert Stewart.

The critically dry hydrograph proposed for WY 2015 needs a temperature and outmigrant timing analysis. Although we are more likely to have a dry or normal water year, the group felt that this analysis would be useful to include in the portfolio for use in future years.

Action Item: Paul Zedonis will model temperature effects of alternatives prior to next meeting. 

If they fail to meet objectives, workgroup will fall back on ROD hydrographs. Next meeting will be March 3.
