Summary of Next Steps / New Action Items:

Introductions / Agenda Review
Participants introduced themselves. Robert Stewart reviewed the agenda (attached).

Jan 14 Action Items Update
· Robert Franklin will determine how CNRFC determines estimates for cumulative water volumes.
Status:	Still Outstanding.  Robert will contact Jamie Montesi in the Arcata office for this information.

Current Conditions update 
Robert Stewart reviewed current storage, snow pack, U.S. Drought Monitor, U.S. seasonal drought outlook, and CNRFC Inflow Forecast with B120 superimposed.  We are at the cusp of a dry to normal water year.

Discuss WY 2015 Hydrographs
Robert Stewart pointed out that the temperature model output was simulated assuming Lewiston release temperature to be a constant 50 degrees F. The dry and normal Water Year types were simulated for average and extreme meteorological conditions for both the proposed hydrographs as well as the ROD hydrographs (output from Lewiston Dam was held at a constant 50 degrees F for the sake of comparison, and is not based on predicted water temperature outputs from Lewiston or Trinity Dams). These model outputs allow comparison between the ROD hydrograph and the proposed hydrographs for the given Water Year types, but it should be kept in mind that they are based on a constant outflow temperature. 

The group reviewed a comparison of temperature model output of proposed WY 2015 hydrographs with ROD and JPR-P hydrographs for Dry and Normal Water Years, for average and extreme weather conditions. The group discussed moving the hydrograph forward a few days, as well as temperature variation over the summer, as well as temperature mandates for optimal and marginal conditions and how they relate to the hydrographs. Aaron Martin made minor adjustments to the hydrographs so that peak flows and monitoring benches do not fall on weekends. 

The group agreed on the hydrographs and discussed what is needed to move forward for making a recommendation to the TMC. Conclusion: The differences between the proposed hydrograph (JPR-P) and the ROD hydrograph temperatures are negligible; therefore the Flow Work Group will recommend proceeding with the JPR-P hydrograph.
