Evaluated old rehab projects, instream enhancements, riparian areas, mine reclaimation, beaver, etc.
Road Decommissioning is not included. 
· Bob Paglibo gave a discussion on NOAA Restoration Center’s Programmatic BO
Signed in March 2012 and is good for 10 years.
Must have Federal Nexus:  Army Corps, USFS, USFWS, etc.
Has limitations such as:  Trees, sediment input, # of projects, construction timeline, etc.
Bob recommends that the WWG starts with the Six Rivers Programmatic as a template for Federal Land and NOAA Programmatic.  Also, to look for other agencies to “buy” into the programmatic.
· The WWG updated the FOA for this fiscal year and plans on updating the document for an easier read for future years, and possibly adding a section to allow applicants to describe the scalability of their respective projects.
