Statement of Purpose
The remaining TRRP activity areas (ESLs) identified on the mainstem might not require, or might not be suitable for, rehabilitation.  The federal design team proposes an evaluation of these sites to determine if rehabilitation is 1.) feasible and 2.) necessary.
An example of this need for evaluation is the Steel Bridge Road Day Use site. The site was one of the 47 identified in the FEIS/MEIR, but it is commonly considered to be functioning in its current condition. In other words, rehabilitation there is “feasible” but previously determined to not be “necessary”. 
Evaluating Feasibility
· Ownership – Private landowners whose cooperation would prevent meaningful action.
· Logistics/Access – Inaccessibility or other complications that deter action.
· Site Constraints – Natural features of the site that would limit effectiveness
Evaluating Necessity
· Model Fish Capacity – Nate Bradley assessment can be paired to remaining sites by River Mile (RM) to determine return on investment. Also 2016 Corridor Report (Gaeuman et al.) Or another approach?
· Geomorphological Function – A qualitative assessment performed by site visit. Multiple individuals qualitatively evaluating sites determined Feasible would be the best approach to determine Function.
